	I can plan a play with other people and then perform it.
I can use props in a play in the correct way.

I don’t settle for the first idea which comes into my head or which someone else suggests. I consider several ideas with my group and then we choose the best.
	I give ideas to my group (or class).
I can work in different ways – with different groups, different partners and so on.
I support others when devising / rehearsing drama. I don’t say negative things about them or their ideas.
I look confident when I am performing – even if I am very nervous underneath.
I know the words for the sort of drama I am doing, such as comedy, soap, realistic.
I can talk easily about themes and ideas to the rest of my group.
	I can usually understand the set task can explain it to others if they don’t understand it. I can write a simple script which includes stage directions.
I can create a character that is nothing like me.
I know that different types of drama need to be acted in different ways, according to their genre.
I know how to create an atmosphere for my drama – for example, how to make the audience scared or make them laugh. I know key words such as character, thought tracking, monologue, still image.
	I don’t settle for the first idea I think of – I try to think of as many solutions to a task as possible then choose the best.
I get on with the people I am working with, even if I don’t always agree with them.

I use the acting space with an awareness that the audience has to see and hear me as well as understand the message of my drama.

I understand that the message of the play will affect how the play is performed.
I can use key words when talking about drama I have been in or I have seen.
I can make good suggestions about how people can improve their work, and how I could improve my own work.
I can give alternative ideas for how the work could have been done.
I can compare my work with other work I have seen (either on TV or in seeing other professional or older students’ work) and I can see connections.
	I am able to experiment with appropriate different ways of showing feelings and responses in drama

I can challenge other people’s ideas sensitively so that better drama is produced.

I can work with anyone.

I understand how dramatic signs and symbols can be used to create meaning.
I can use my voice so that it can change tone or pace, using a different register from my natural one.
