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Your log is an essential part of this assignment. The log will give the marker and verifier evidence that you have gone through some kind of learning process.  The log should provide you with the opportunity to note any key moments in your work, to make note of how you are using your research and investigations to develop your monologue, and how you have chosen to respond to the direction you have received. If you wish to stick spidergrams, or parts of your research into your log they must be annotated with the date, and also how they have been used, and the relevance to your personal development.    

It is important to say that the log should not just be about what you did in the lesson, the teachers know what you did in the lesson – we planned it!  The log should be used to reflect on what you did in the lesson and note why you completed an exercise, how it has helped you develop as a performer, what you feel your contribution was.

Your log is a document that should be treated with respect and not left in a heap in the studio.  If you find it easier to type your log onto a computer rather than write into a book this is fine.  However, you must be able to hand in your logs ‘so far’ so that they can be marked during the process of the work.  It is important to date your log, and not just announce whether it was ‘Hannah’s Lesson’, otherwise when we come to mark the logs it is difficult for us to understand how your thoughts have developed over time.  If you spend a minimum of 30 minutes each night writing up your log you will not fall behind, as soon as you loose track of what you did, your reflective process will be lost. 

Below are some prompt questions and ideas that may help you when answering your log. Remember that these questions are only prompts, it may not be appropriate to answer every question each time you record your thoughts.  

· Brief description of what you did in the lesson (Bullet points are expectable)

· Why did you complete this exercise? work? research? 

· How has the work in today’s lesson helped you develop your character / understanding of the role of a director?

· What could you practice at home? 

· What could you set yourself as homework? 

· What research would now help?

· What do you feel your contribution to today’s lesson was?

· Which exercises (spidergrams/ improvisations / hot seating /character studies) would you like to try to move the piece forward?
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
