Drama Department Lesson Plan

Context of lesson/ what previous learning has taken place?:


•  Students should have drawn up their own rehearsal schedules for the next five lessons.








Learning Outcomes/ what do I want students to learn?


•  To work independently to create a devised performance


•  To devise performances of an abstract nature.








Objectives/ what will I teach?:


•  Facilitate rehearsals by working with each group


•  To be aware when groups need more teacher input and offer support, advice and ideas. 





Starter:


•    Recap the task (at the start of each lesson) and check that everyone is clear of what they need to do and that everyone can get on straight away.





Development:


•   All groups should be working on their ideas – make sure they know not to spend all their time discussing – trying things out works much better.





•  To keep students on task it works to spring surprise performances of sections of the work on them!

•   Countdown to performance





Out of Hours Learning:


•  They may have included targets for next lesson!
