Drama Department Lesson Plan

Context of lesson/ what previous learning has taken place?:


•  Students should have performed devised pieces and made evaluative comments on the work of others.








Learning Outcomes/ what do I want students to learn?


•  To write a detailed evaluation of the work of others.








Objectives/ what will I teach?:


•  step by step evaluation and definite skills to include.


•  





Starter:


•    Give out clipboards, paper and evaluation guidelines.





Development:





•   Ask students for a recap of evaluative comments made last lesson.  


•  Write on board/ flip chart Introduction:  this should include date, title, venue, performers and a very brief description of storyline.  (An evaluation is not what they did but what they did effectively).


•  Students have five minutes to draft an introduction for their evaluation.


•  Now explain that they can either go through the elements and medium of drama and comment on these, or go through the piece and evaluate in chronological order or go through good points and bad points and ways to improve – there is no right or wrong format BUT students must go in to as much detail as possible.


•  Students should now draft the evaluation and teacher to circulate to ensure detail and understanding.
