Students then each to select one of their holiday stories and create a Still Image for it with their group – each student to act as sculptor for their own Still Image with another student representing them in image (in a large group there may not be time for all students to sculpt their images – aim for at least three Still Images per group). Each Still Image must have a title. This work should be quick.

GROUP SIZE: Whole class
Quick recap on the Explorative Strategies used in the last lesson – Still Image, Thought Tracking and Narration. Explain that the task today is to use the previous Still Images as a starting point for an improvised scene and to bring in Marking the Moment, Role Play, Hot Seating and Cross Cutting (prompt for meaning of all).

GROUP SIZE: Same groups
Groups to select two of their Still Images and to expand them and bring them alive through improvisation. The sculptor of each should Narrate and direct (prompt for meaning) (though can still be in the scene) and the Still Image itself should be used to Mark the Moment. As they will be presenting the two scenes together using Cross Cutting they should make sure that they have different people in each scene.
	

	
	THIRD TASK: ROLE PLAY AND HOT SEATING

GROUP SIZE: Whole class

After ten minutes or so bring the class back together and prompt for ideas of how to develop Role Play (e.g. age, physical and vocal characterisation, emotions, thoughts, family history, background, &c). Explain that the groups are to carry on developing their scenes but must now pay more attention to Role Play in the way they portray their characters. Warn the students that in a little while they will be Hot Seated.

After another ten minutes or so, run a Hot Seating session – this can either be done in groups or, if preferred, in the whole class with individuals being questioned by students not in their group.
	

	
	FOURTH TASK: CROSS CUTTING

GROUP SIZE: Whole class

Finally, reinstruct the class that they should now think about how to use Cross Cutting to present their two scenes together. Dramatic focus – the audience needs to know where to watch.

As a way in, instruct groups to apply “Something Happened” to their scene – add an unexpected twist or development that causes a problem in the story. They must work quickly as they will only have ten minutes to develop their scene.

	MAIN TASK: FORUM THEATRE

GROUP SIZE: Whole class

Show each group’s scenes and then repeat as a piece of Forum Theatre. Remind students that they will be expected to stop the action by shouting “stop!” and then take over a role to try to change the outcome by changing the characters’ actions – but remember, they must still be playing the same characters, must be consistent with what else is going on and look for realistic alternatives. If students are reluctant to jump in they can at least offer suggestions of alternative ways for the characters to behave or different things for them to say, but taking over a role is preferred.
