	General Aims:


	To provide opportunities for pupils to:

· Use vocal and physical skills as appropriate to character and situation (AQA GCSE Drama AO1).

· Work in role to create a character or characters that can be sustained and show originality (AQA GCSE Drama AO1).

· Respond to the stimulus showing understanding of dramatic potential (AQA GCSE Drama AO2).

· Evaluate the effectiveness of their work and that of others by the process of development and performance (AQA GCSE Drama AO3).

	

	Learning Outcomes:


	All pupils will have learned:

· That dramatic potential can be identified through using a variety of stimuli

· In order to achieve the ‘variety’ that the syllabus demands a performer must employ a range of physical and vocal skills to create and sustain a characterisation.

· The evaluation of ‘work in progress’ and final performance work is an essential activity in every drama lesson.

	
	Most pupils will have learned:

· That dramatic potential can be identified through using a variety of stimuli and analysing subtext
· To be successful they must consider their audience throughout the whole project.  Dramatic form should depend upon the content and how it might be best communicated to the audience.
· Many different forms of evaluation can be used to identify areas for improvement in drama work.  It is essential to identify how, as well as what, to improve.

	
	Some pupils will have learned:

· That dramatic potential can be identified through using a variety of stimuli and analysing subtext which can then be re-created as a dramatic presentation
· Drama can be used to communicate with an audience in a variety of different ways.  By using drama skills with control and purpose the performance can achieve a lasting impact upon the audience.
· Evaluation should occur constantly throughout a project.  The rehearsal, review and refinement work should be a repeating process.
