Session 1: 2 hours

· Discuss the key themes/characters

· In groups of 4 create a tableaux based on one key group of characters

· Observe each and thought track each character  

· Role-play from this moment.

· Mark the key moments as the appear in the scene with a freeze/still image

The aim was for the class to develop characterisation and identifying key themes and issues, and how these might be developed in performance.

Session 2: 2 hours

· In new groups of three, given a character by the teacher, identify given circumstance in the text and use your imagination to develop this further. Develop an interpretation of the role/character.

· Prepare in your own group for hot seating the character by ‘directing’ one of the group to play the character.

· Hot-seat each character and analyse/evaluate the interpretation/performance

Session 3: 2 hours

· To evaluate the effectiveness of the drama constructively and objectively, making informed judgements about the ways in which social, cultural and historical influences are communicated; the group create the roles of experts to explore the themes and issues of the play. They must use their knowledge of the text/plot and characters to inform their opinion and give examples.

An in role discussion with each group being questioned in role by the rest, out of role: 

i. Does this play present a true picture of society and if so how?

ii. What cultural influences are shown in the play?

iii. How are our views of the characters influenced by their age and background? 

Groups of experts pass their opinions on the plays treatment of: -

· Young People – The lads/lasses/boy racers/surfers

· Sex – lads/lasses/Jackie

· Peer pressure – as above

· Loneliness – Jackie/Mrs Higgins/Nellie/Minesweep

· Stereotyping – Brights/Killjoys

Any other themes they identify.
