	Learning Outcomes:


	All pupils will have learned:

· In order to achieve the ‘variety’ that the syllabus demands a performer must employ a range of physical and vocal skills to create and sustain a characterisation.

· The performance should seek to present the themes that connect the stimulus material in an original and interesting way to an audience.

	Most pupils will have learned:

· To be successful they must consider their audience throughout the whole project.  Dramatic form should depend upon the content and how it might be best communicated to the audience.
· A variety of textual stimulus material can be used to inspire characterisation and dramatic action.  Drama strategies must be imaginatively interpreted to present the content to the audience in an interesting way.  

	
	Some pupils will have learned:

· Drama can be used to communicate with an audience in a variety of different ways.  By using drama skills with control and purpose the performance can achieve a lasting impact upon the audience. 
· Devising theatre requires the performer to take risks and be brave in their application and interpretation of drama skills, knowledge and understanding.
