	· Research use of masks in theatre

· Using ICT pupils to research masks in the history of theatre
· In groups of 3 to create a presentation to be shown to the rest of the group on masks in the history of theatre
· Pay attention to how you can make it interesting for the rest of the group
· Try to use at least two different presentation styles

	· Discuss Masks

· Pupil presentations from last week
· Discuss masks as a whole- why would you use a mask in theatre? What would you need to think about when using a mask?
· Students examine masks used for disguise or deception, and discuss why people wear these masks, and when. 

· Using stimulus material, explore animal masks. Explain to students that many cultures have made masks to represent admired animals, in the hope of taking on some of their attributes, such as strength, cunning, swiftness.

· In groups, have students list animals they think represent strength, cleverness, sneakiness

· How is Body Language important when using masks?

· Body Language exercise- pupils to have no facial expressions to show emotions etc.

	· Character Work

· In groups 2-5 pupils choose script to use
· No character names in script so that the pupils make up their own characters
· Pupils choose ‘role’ from script
· Read through scripts
· As a group decide what sort of characters would say the lines
· To use role-on-the-wall to develop character
· Walking exercise, how would your character work etc.
· Individuals to show certain characteristics that they think their character might have
· Group discussion at end of lesson- Q&A- Are pupils happy that their character fits into the script? If not, why? How can you change this?
