	To provide opportunities for pupils to:

· Be introduced to drama strategies (hot-seating, role-on-the-wall, teacher-in-role, devil and angel, whole group sculpture)

· To explore the idea of status in society

· Examine issues of right or wrong in a fictitious situation

· Work co-operatively in groups

· To begin to evaluate their own and others work

	

	Learning Outcomes:


	All pupils will have learned:

· Strategies such as RoW, TiR, Hot-seating etc.

· To co-operate in group work

· To take on a simple role on performance

· That stereotypes are the basis of some characters in drama

· To comment on their own work

	· Stereotypes:
· What is a stereotype? Can anyone think of one? Teacher to model a stereotype such as a teacher/doctor/king etc.

· In pairs- give two stereotypes and a scenario. Create a scene to show the rest of the group.

· Concentrate on what signs they might give to help us guess who they are

· Share work- rest of group to guess what stereotypes they were 

· Teacher to model stereotype of a pirate

· Pupils to guess who you are

· Explain Role-on-the-Wall and how it can be used to explore character

· Draw RoW on sugar paper

· Ask class to tell you all they know about pirate leaders, put information onto RoW

· What do you know about pirates as a whole?

· Draw big mind map on board and write suggestions from class

	· Pirates of Banji:
· Read story of the pirates from the Island of Banji

· Talk to pupils about society and how some people are rulers and other key members of society

· As this is a pirate island the pirate leader would be leader of the whole island. What other important members of this society would there be?

· Suggestions should include people such as doctors/teachers/workers etc.

· Explain whole group sculpture and thought-tracking.

· Each pupil is to choose a member of this society apart from the leader (you will nominate someone for this)

· Scenario- leader is holding a party on the docks as their ship has just returned with lots of treasure.

· Ask leader to get into position and then each pupil to join sculpture when they feel comfortable

· Remind them of stereotypes

· Take a picture of final product

· One by one tap pupils on shoulder to thought-track

· Gather group back to evaluate exercise

· How did they show what character they were? How did the leader show his/her status?

· What is body language? How do we use facial expressions to develop a character?

	· Daniel:
· Explain to class Teacher-in-Role and Hot-Seating

· Teacher-in-Role as Daniel. He is about to be recruited by the pirate leader to go on his next expedition. He is an honest person and does not want to join the leader on one of his murderous sea robberies. He is very poor though and has a wife and a small baby to look after, what is he to do?

· Pupils to Daniel questions to build a picture of his character 

· Split class into threes and tell them to create a scene showing Daniel wondering what he must do. One of the other pupils is to be the Angel telling him not to go and the other is the Devil telling him he must and how much money he will make etc.

· Share work

· Group discussion and Q&A on what is right and wrong

· What do they think Daniel should do?

	· Murder and Robbery!
· Room set up as courtroom before pupils arrive

· Invite pupil into room as character of the Official Ruler of the High Seas. Talk to them as members of the jury and ask them to sit down in their seats and ask for silence in court.

· Read to the court the charges

· Tell the court we are here to help Daniel today. Ask them who they think maybe called as witnesses for the defence and prosecution. Write these on the board and get them to vote for the top two. 

· Get volunteers to play each of the chosen

· Call defence witness then prosecution

· Pupils to question them

· Discuss in their rows guilty/innocent- write personal opinion on scraps of paper

· One pupil collects these and counts them.

· In ‘court style’ the jury foreman reads the verdict

· Read out thank you speech and Daniels fate.

· Group discussion of how the court case went, the verdict and how they got to theirs.

· Was everyone in role throughout? If not why?
