· How to identify themes or issues with dramatic potential, and convert these into a script analysing the affect they could have on an audience.

· Content: What do you want your audience to know?

· Different Ways:
· Use extracts to show different ways of telling the story

· In groups: ½ the class do the first extract (‘normal’) and ½ the class do the second extract (narrator)

· Share work with each other

· Discuss the differences between them

· Which one do you prefer? Why?

· In pairs, pupils write responses to lines in extract. Read through together making improvements

· Rehearse and then share with the rest of the class

· Discuss as a whole group, what worked and why?

· What was easy/difficult about the exercise?

· Discuss the structure of intentions:

· What kind of situation would arise from:

· Just questions?

· Just statements?

· Accusations and denials?

· Subtext:
· In pairs: write a short piece of dialogue where it seems that both parties are talking about the same thing but they’re actually not

· Rehearse and then share with the rest of the class

· Discuss as a whole group, what worked and why?

· What was easy/difficult about the exercise?
