Groups present at least one of the sections using movement only—no words allowed (using the information gathered above)





Did we understand what was happening? Why / why not?





Discuss strong and weak positions on the stage; 


standing still, entrances and  exits


Forum theatre one





Go back to script and block in the movements of the characters across the stage.





Rehearse and perform the piece, showing meaning of how the different scenes flow from one to another
