Christopher Bruce - Swansong
You will study the following areas:- 

Godber (Drama)          Bruce (Dance)

You will investigate the following interrelated analytical aspects for each area of study:-

· Structure and form (the manner in which the practitioner organises materials within this work  and the various effects this organisation produces)

· Creative styles and techniques (the material used and the manner in which the creative organisation of them produces the practitioners distinctive styles)

· Naturally occurring links within the art forms ( the manner in which the practitioner organises material to link one art form with another or provides possibilities for linkage in performance)

· Stylistic influences ( the extent to which the material itself or the creative approach to its organisation are developed from the styles of other practitioners or genres or cultures)

· Cultural, historical and social context ( the extent to which the practitioner’s place in history , culture and society have influenced his or her approach to the creation, selection and organisation of material)

You will sit an examination of two hours’ duration and answer one question on each of your chosen set works.  The examination question will test knowledge and understanding of one or more of the above analytical aspects for each work studied.
