Aim and Objectives:


To introduce the issue of moral courage looking at scenes prior to the break out of World War II in which students will create Frozen Images to represent this. This lesson will serve as a baseline assessment.


Introduction:


Teacher and students discuss the scheme of work and assessment that will take place.


Development of Lesson:


Warm up- Freeze Walk in the Weather. Teacher asks students to slowly walk around the room, the teacher talks them through different weather situations that they must imagine they are experiencing, teacher freezes students at certain moments in which they must carefully hold the freeze. (See Appendix 1. of scheme for teacher narration).


Discussion- teacher directs a short discussion to encourage students to think about moral courage and situations they know of in real life which have shown this. Teacher gives examples- Rosa Parks, Nelson Mandela etc. Students suggest own ideas.


Pair work- working in their own space the pairs now improvise a short scene that shows moral courage, it may been a situation already discussed or their own ideas. Spotlight performances. 


(Teacher assesses Response and Development)


Group work- Teacher now groups two sets of pairs together and introduces the class to Germany prior to World War II. Students are to now create a Frozen Image of happy family life in Germany in 1933. Once they have done this they may bring the frozen image to life and improvise a short scene considering what life was like in this era.


Performance- students must consider use of lighting.


Evaluation- teacher initiates a short evaluation after each performance.


(Teacher assesses skills in Evaluation)


Conclusion / Review:


Teacher asks students to gives examples of moral courage.
