Aim and Objectives:


To explore the use of monologues using text from Anne Frank’s diary whilst looking at issues of discrimination and prejudice.


Introduction:


Register and explain aims of the lesson.


Development of Lesson:


Whole group work- students and teacher sit in a circle. Using a red lipstick the teacher approaches one student and paints a red spot on their nose. Slowly that teacher then goes to another student and paints their nose red. Gradually all noses are painted including the teachers apart from one student who is left out.


Evaluate- teacher directs a question and answer session.


How did the student who was first to be painted feel when he/she was the only person with a red nose?


How did the last person feel who was then left out when they were the only one not to have a red nose?


Teacher assess students skills in evaluation, teacher can differentiate by using open and closed questioning


Group work- students now go back into the groups they worked with in the previous session and teacher gives out monologues to groups, how can this be added to the frozen pictures to make an effective piece of drama? Teacher can model this with a volunteer group by asking them to recreate the frozen pictures while he/she reads the monologue. Students should experiment with different ways of layering. 


As teacher interacts with groups assisting them and helping create ideas, he/she should stop any group which can model their work as a good example for others. Students can promenade to watch these.


Conclusion / Review:


How have you used monologues in this lesson to create a piece of effective drama? How did it change the frozen pictures?
