Anne Frank

Aim and Objectives:


Students will now script their own monologues in a group which must communicate meaning and feeling to an audience.


Introduction:


Class discuss practical work already completed in the last two lessons. Teacher introduces the word form and asks if students can suggest how they have used forms of drama over the two sessions. This leads to a discussion of what form is within drama and how students will identify form to create a structured piece of drama (content).


Development of Lesson:


Thought Tracking- students sit in their own space in the room on a chair. The teacher explains that they will be taking on the role of Anne Frank and will be asked to express their feelings in role when the teacher taps them on the shoulder. Inform students that it may be one word or a sentence. 


(Teacher assesses student’s skills in responding)


Group work- students now go back into groups that they have been working in and teacher hands out paper. Explain that you now want students to script their own monologues written by the whole group. Advise students to contribute fully to their group. The monologue must be written in the role of Anne Frank and discuss what might make it effective in communicating feeling and meaning to an audience. When students have written the monologue, the group chooses one person to perform it on top of the frozen pictures. Students must be reminded to think about staging and space.


Performance- students perform pieces to which teacher adds a soundtrack (Schindler’s List soundtrack)

How did you use form in today’s lesson?
