LESSON PLAN

Anne Frank

Aim and Objectives:


Students experiment with form and content by devising a scene with the intention of focussing and engaging an audience.


Introduction:


Warm up- place an object of any description (chair, scarf, stick etc) and students take it in turns to use it as something other than what it actually appears to be.


Development of Lesson:


Discussion- Discuss the content of the structured pieces of drama created so far. What have we learnt about the story of Anne Frank? Teacher then tells students about how the people living in the secret annexe were betrayed, captured and taken to concentration camps across Europe. 


Group work- in their groups students will devise their own scene showing how the Frank family were captured being aware of form used so far in order to make the scene effective and interesting for an audience. Students must also be aware of any technical elements that they may include such as a soundtrack or lights. Students should consider how this will be added to their structured piece.


Teacher assesses student’s skills within developing. Enough time must be allocated in order for the teacher to sit with every group to thoroughly assess each student 


Performance- students perform their pieces to the group and an evaluation should follow each one analysing the actor’s intentions within their scenes.


Teacher should be aware of student’s contribution to this evaluation and inform students that this can be done in their written work also. 


Conclusion / Review:


What elements within drama did you have to think about whilst devising to make your scene meaningful and interesting for an audience?


Ask every student to comment in turn, this may be just one word or a more detailed explanation.
