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Aim and Objectives:


Introduce students to abstract/stylised theatre through exploration of dream sequences.


Introduction:

Development of Lesson:


Dream Sequence- all students stand in a circle, first discuss how Anne Frank came to be in the concentration camp and conditions she and other Jewish people had to suffer and then talk about what she might dream about whilst asleep, teacher can suggest some such as aggressive soldiers, sick people asking for help, gas chambers, lost friends and family etc.


In the circle give each student a character as above and ask for them to think of one word or a line for that character to address Anne Frank. One student should volunteer to play the character of Anne Frank and respond to the other characters without words. Explain that when the teacher taps them on the shoulder they must deliver their line to Anne Frank. Teacher directs this so that there is a lot of repetition and the pace quickens to build up tension. This exercise should be repeated a few times and it should progressively improve.


Discussion- discuss questions introduced earlier to see if students can now offer a more in depth evaluation.


Group work- students now develop the idea of dream sequences within their group and devise a scene showing Anne Frank dreaming which they will add onto their structured pieces. Remind students to think about how it fits in to their drama so far to make the content interesting.
