Aim and Objectives:


Students will interpret a text using the lyrics from a modern hip hop song to explore contemporary issues surrounding racism and conflict.


Introduction:


Teacher gives students a hand out with lyrics to chosen Hip Hop/ Rap song (‘Freedom’- Jurassic 5). Ask students to read through the lyrics in pairs (teacher should ensure low readers are not paired together). Register students while they are doing this.


Development of Lesson:


Whole class discussion- teacher should play the song to students who follow reading the lyrics. Teacher initiates a class discussion about the content of the lyrics and asks students to interpret the meaning. 


Teacher assesses students response to the text, students should be encouraged to comment through teacher asking open, closed and branching questions.


Group work- ask students to go back into their groups and give each of those groups a verse of the song in which to study. Explain that they should analyse the language in the song to interpret meaning. Students are then required to devise a scene which conveys the content of the lyrics, students should think about the setting, era and narrative, all of which will be read by an audience and must be clear. 


What are your intentions as actors/directors?

Teacher should interact with each group to assess skills in response and interpretation.


Spotlight performances- teacher directs spotlighted performances so that scenes are shown in sequence according to the lyrics of the song. Evaluate each performance. 


Conclusion / Review:


What connections does this text have to issues of racism and conflict already explored and how did you interpret this?
