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Aim and Objectives:


Students begin to structure their drama pieces in order to create a short play which can be performed to an audience. 


Introduction:


Register students.


Recap- Teacher and pupils recap on previous session and music can be played again if necessary.


Development of Lesson:


Group work- students will now devise the final scene for their short plays, it will need to be effective, symbolic and have meaning. Teacher explains that this scene will end their drama so the content at this stage is very important. They should now be aware of how to use form effectively and should employ techniques in order to build dramatic tension. Students make their own decisions about the content and style of the drama although they must consider all elements covered over the unit of work, this includes experimentation with form, content, texts studied, issues explored and their intentions as actor/director. The piece must have an effective ending which must be discussed as a group. Students should be given sufficient time to devise and rehearse.


Teacher interacts with students to assess their contribution to ideas when structuring and devising.


Work in progress- scenes should be performed but as a work in progress as they can be further rehearsed and perfected in the next lesson.


Evaluate- all work in progress scenes should be followed by a class evaluation in which students can analyse their own and others work and make comments upon it.


Teacher assesses student’s skills in responding to the drama they have watched.
