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Aim and Objectives:


Students rehearse and perform their short plays to an audience as well as analysing and evaluating their own and others work to discuss form and content within each piece.


Introduction:


Short class discussion in which teacher makes clear how long students have to structure and rehearse their final pieces. This should be 20 minutes in which to structure and rehearse and 40 minutes to perform and though ally evaluate each one in which all students should have a comment, even if it is just one word.


Development of Lesson:


Group work- students now work in their groups to structure their drama, this will need minimal teacher support as students should now be working successfully together and be contributing to ideas and discussion. Teacher should give clear time signals so that students work at a quick pace.


Teacher can use this time to walk around and observe each group to assess student’s progress using formative assessment. The levels given throughout the unit of work can be amended at this point if necessary.


Performance- Teacher should explain to students that they must analyse each performance to identify form used and the content produced.  Students will now perform pieces using other students in the class to operate technical equipment and sheets with cues should be given to them with clear explanation. Each group will be given a few minutes to set up. 


Evaluation- an evaluation will take place after each performance in which each student will be required to comment on the work.


Teacher can complete a thorough assessment on student’s skills within analysis and evaluation


Conclusion / Review:


Review Scheme- How does form create effective content?


Why are these two elements important when devising drama?


Discuss how important it is identify these two elements when watching professional performances as they will be required to do this in Year 11.





Differentiation:  Through task and organisation


Grouped accordingly by teacher (mixed ability)


Students given opportunity to evaluate with just one word or give a more detailed analysis.
