Preparation leading up to Workshops

· Students watch film ‘Let Him Have it’

· Students research 1950’s British life. Particularly focusing on family values and the rise of the teenager.

Workshop 1 (3 hours)
Task 1 (Aim: Relax, focus and create suspense within context of game) 15 minutes 

Warm up – Hunter and Hunted (scarfs needed)
Discuss – What moments were interesting in the game? Tension? How can we convert this to our drama work?

Task 2 (1950’s family life versus the Rise of the teenager) 45 minutes

Drama Texts: 
1950’s music
Let Him Have it – Film

The Teddy Boy Movement (Magazine article)

1950’s the Perfect family (Advertisments/Photographs/Pictures)
Students look through different drama texts.

Discussion and thought shower on the board about 1950’s British life. (Students also copy this for a personal record)
Students create two still images (Groups of 5/6)

1) Showing Traditional British family values

2) Showing the rise of the teenager

Images captured on camera 

Students are to link these two still images using movement, lines from 1950’s songs, lines from adverts, dialogue, sound etc. It should not be a story linking the images but rather a collage of ideas about the conflicts in society of the 1950’s.

Share work and evaluate

Task 3 – Chance to assess students response to issues (historical and social) highlighted so far. 45 minutes
Whole class role play set in a Local Community Hall in 1952.

Four students play MP, Police Sergeant, Head of School, shopkeeper and the other students play parents who are concerned about the rise of teen crime in the local community. Role play will run for 20 minutes

Students are given 10 minutes to set up the role play and discuss with one and other different characters and opinions that should be expressed through the role-play. They should also elect someone to play the meeting spokeperson (this person will help to control the meeting and try to allow everyone to share their worries/views)

Students asked to create a still image at the start of the meeting as people are just about ready to commence. Spoke person will begin the meeting.

Students improvise for 20 minutes.

Task 4 (Response – Drama Texts ‘Let Him Have it’, Rooftop transcript and The Fight for Derek Bentley)

Using the Drama Medium and Elements of Drama students are to create a rooftop scene which reflects the events of 2nd November 1952.

· Students are to use the Elements of Drama to Mark Key Moments in the scene especially the line ‘Let Him Have it’. 

· Students are to freeze the action and use thought tracking to show police, Derek’s and Chris’ thoughts at particular moments.

Strategies to consider using:

Thought tracking (you must use this)

Elements of Drama (you can use any of these)
Form – The way the story is told, the characters are portrayed/or the themes depicted.

Climax/Anti climax – building and or releasing tension in the drama and or a sense of expectation.

Rhythm/Pace/Tempo – the rate at which the action moves along and the extent to which it changes.

Contrasts – For example stillness vs activity/ silence vs noise

Characterisation – The means to portray a role using vocal and physical skills

Conventions – e.g. slow motion, still image, audience asides, monologues etc.

Symbols – the representational use of props, gestures, expressions, costume etc.
Final Task – Workshop 2 (3 hours)
Task Introduction and warm up – 10 minutes

Rehearsal Time – 1 hour 45 minutes

Presentation time – 40 minutes

Evaluation Forum – 20 minutes

You are to create a drama which either supports the idea of Capital Punishment or is against the idea of Capital Punishment.

For example the film ‘Let Him Have It’, shows a case against capital punishment, as does the film ‘The Green Mile’ by showing the horror of death by execution.

Your drama must be influenced and inspired by the drama texts that we looked at yesterday, though you may also use other influences. 

Your drama must not take the form of a simple chronological story, you should use all the drama strategies that you have studied since September to create a powerful and effective drama.

You may include fact and fiction in your drama and can use the case of Christopher Bentley to good effect.

During the Craig and Bentley workshop we used explorative strategies to explore the Drama texts and the themes of the workshop.

Below is a list of the way we used these techniques to explore different drama texts.

Still Image – We used this explorative strategy in Task 2 of the workshop (refer to the lesson plans if you forget). 

Task 1 – (300 words) 

Using the photographs of your Still Images explain how your group used this explorative strategy to show the contrast between traditional British family values

and the rise of the teenager in the 1950’s.

Use arrows from the photographs to show facial expression, body language, use of space etc and the effect of your group’s decisions.

Try to comment on the historical and social meaning of your drama.
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Role-Play –We used this explorative strategy in Task 3
Task 2 - (300 words)  

Try to capture some of the different viewpoints that came through in the Community Hall role play. 
e.g. Police Officer – ‘I am concerned that parents are allowing their young teenagers to roam the streets….

Explain how the role play developed your understanding of life in the 1950’s. Do you think it would have been very different to today?

Marking the Moment and Thought tracking – Used in Task 4

Task 3 (400 words- not including transcript)
Explain how your group used thought tracking to voice your thoughts as Police Officers, Derek and Chris to reflect their feelings at key moments.

Explain how you used the elements of drama (refer to lesson plan) to mark key moments in the rooftop transcript, particularly the line ‘Let Him Have It’

You may want to set this task out by sticking the rooftop transcript onto the middle of an A3 page and using arrows to fill in particular stage directions, thought tracks and their intended effect.
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DEVELOPMENT (MAXIMUM 1000 words)

You may do both of these tasks and split the word count between them or you may prefer to just complete one task in more detail.
Task 1 Diary entry

Choose a character from the Craig and Bentley story. Research their part in the case and complete a set of diary entries from a series of different dates before, during and after the trial.
Task 2 Scene developed during workshop.

Either create a storyboard or write a script with detailed stage directions to show some of the work you created on day two of the workshop (the Final Task)
EVALUATION (MAXIMUM 1000 words)
Based on the Final Task in day two please complete the following questions.

· Write an evaluation of your group’s final piece. 

· Write an evaluation of your contribution to the final piece and what you learned from completing this task.

· Write an evaluation of one other group’s final performance.

Remember to give evidence to back up all the evaluative points that you make
e.g.

Louise played the part of Police Officer Fairfax in the court scene, I felt her use of language was very appropriate to the scene for example she used the words ‘Your Honour’ when speaking to the Judge, this gave her part authenticity and made it seem more realistic…
To get top marks you need to recognise the significance of social, cultural and historical influences on the drama texts and how these affected and inspired your final piece.

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	The Fight for Derek Bentley
A Full Pardon - 46 Years Later

The 1953 execution of Derek Bentley, a mentally handicapped 19-year-old who was falsely convicted of murder, was pivotal in bringing about the end of capital punishment in Britain.

And now, after 46 years, the British justice system finally admitted its terrible mistake and granted Bentley a full pardon.

The pardon came only because Bentley's family fought continuously since he was hanged. They approached filmmakers, authors and lawyers to urge them to take up the case. As a result, there have been songs, movies and books that made the case widely known. But year after year, the government refused to hold a public inquiry.

Bentley was convicted along with codefendant Christopher Craig of the murder of Police Constable Sidney Miles during an attempted robbery. Because Craig was only 16 years old at the time, he could not be sentenced to death. Bentley was never even accused of shooting Miles, as Craig was. He was convicted of "joint enterprise" on the perjured testimony of three police officers who said Bentley had yelled out to Craig: "Let him have it." Bentley never said anything of the kind. In fact, police borrowed the phrase from another case in which a police officer was shot a decade earlier.

The lies and coverups were clear from the beginning. Before the trial, the defense team was told that the gun used in the killing was missing, so they could not have it for forensics testing. The gun then turned up mysteriously during the trial at a police station. A police officer later admitted that the bullet that killed Miles was never found - and that "a proper forensic examination would have proved that Craig had not killed the police officer." The belief now is that Miles was killed by a bullet from a police gun. And one of the officers on the roof that night admitted a decade ago that Bentley never said, "Let him have it."

It was the judge in the case - Lord Goddard - who made sure that Bentley would be killed. One man - a British lord - wrote an affidavit to the British government saying he had heard Goddard say during the trial that "at all costs Craig and Bentley were to be found guilty." When both Craig and Bentley denied that they had said, "Let him have it," Judge Goddard lashed out: "Those words are sworn to by three police officers. Are you going to say they are conspicuous liars? Do you believe these three officers have come into the box and sworn what is deliberately untrue?" Goddard apparently got perverted pleasure from sending people to death. His clerk later revealed that he had to put out a spare pair of pants for Goddard whenever the judge handed down the death sentence, as he always ejaculated in his pants.

At the time of Bentley's execution, Home Secretary David Maxwell Fye said: "There is no possibility of an innocent man being hanged in this country." But many people in Britain disagreed with him and organized on behalf of Bentley. Two hundred members of parliament signed a motion for Bentley. On the night of the execution, 5,000 people gathered outside the prison chanting, "Murder!" They fought with police and tore down and burned the death notice that had been pinned to the gates. 

A few years later, the government abolished the death penalty in Britain - in part as a response to the outrage around Bentley's case. Now, after nearly a half a century, the British justice system admitted what many people knew all along - that Derek Bentley went to his death an innocent man.


	Stimulus 3 - The Teddy Boy Movement
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The Velvet Collar And The Iron Fist

The Teddyboy emerged in the 1950s as Britain was coming to the end of post-war austerity and represented the first face of British youth culture. The consumer boom of the 1950s America did not reach Britain until the 1960s but nevertheless working class teenagers could for the first time afford good clothes, a bicycle or motorcycle and entertainment. The clothing that the Teddyboys wore was designed to shock their parents' generation. It consisted of an Edwardian style drape jacket, much too 'camp' for a working class man, suede Gibson shoes with thick crepe soles, narrow 'drainpipe' trousers, a smart shirt and a loud tie - usually of the 'Slim Jim' or bootlace type. The trademark drape jacket was not as impractical as it seems. Not only did it act as a badge of recognition but, as it was made of woollen cloth with lots of pockets, its kept it's owner warm as he hung around in the street and was also good at concealing weapons and alcohol. The Teddygirls adopted American fashions such as toreador pants and circle skirts, although they tended to wear low cut tops to make themselves look less prissy. Girls wore ponytails and the boys tried a number of experimental hairstyles, the most favourite being the overblown quiff with a DA (ducks arse) at the back. 

The Teds fully embraced the American Rock and Roll music that hit Britain and the British bands that adopted the same style. The Teds were, however, shadowy figures at the dancehalls, lurking around the bars, bopping around and drinking. They formed gangs who sometimes had a common uniform like a particular colour of jacket or socks. For the most part, violence and vandalism was not too serious by modern standards, and exaggerated by the media, but there were instances of serious gang warfare with razors and knives. 


Stimulus 4 – 1950’s the Perfect family (Advertisments/Photographs/Pictures)
In the 1950's commercials were very different than they are today - they were short and repetitive and very innocent not like today's. They relied heavily on Jingles as they stuck in people's minds and reminded them of the product while they were shopping. There importance is shown in this quote:
