Aim and Objectives:

· To use mime, building on last weeks skills – gesture, status and body language

· To use still images applying last weeks skills on levels and positions

· To use slow motion and mime to create effect and a dream like sequence

· To link scenes and characters together without much movement and by just changing the atmosphere   

Introduction:

Recap – Recap the words guilt, leader, intonation and context of ‘Let him have it’

Script Song – Give out the song and as the teacher says the words the pupils follow.  What is the theme of this poem?

Brainstorm Poem on Sugar Paper – Group Work

Discussion – What is the song about, What are the themes of this song?

Once this has been established the teacher should explain the background to Craig and Bentley.  Discuss the line – ‘The hangman shook Bentley’s hand to calculate his weight….’  In what other situations do we see people shake hands?  What does it usually mean in society?  In this case the same gesture is used for something good and something bad.

Development of Lesson 

Model – Using a volunteer model the handshake with two potentially different meanings.  For example using the hand shake gesture to create a scene showing Bentley receiving a medal and a hand shake where the hang man is assessing his weight and puts a bag over his head.

Discuss – How does Derek feel in both these?  Is his status different in each one of these?

Impro (4) – Ask each group to create a scene where Derek is doing something good – What type of thing might he be good at – Football, Art, Drama???  And there are other people looking up to him in the class.  Show through the use of Levels, BL, FE, Dialogue that Derek is being looked up to, has a high status with in his peer group – might be the leader – bring in this idea from the first lesson.

Watch one – Discuss how the group have shown the status effectively.

Impro (4) – In the same groups create a scene where Derek is being recognised for his good work – he is getting a certificate at awards night and he goes up to shake the head teacher’s hand.  Ask the group to do this scene in slow motion – Use mime and sound effects of cheering Derek’s name but no dialogue in order to create a dream like effect.  Ask the group to end the scene on a still image of the hand shake.

Watch one – Discuss the skills used and their effects.

Impro – Ask the groups to link the first two scenes together and so that they end on the still image of the hand shake.

Watch one – Discuss the skills and their effects.

Impro – Refer back to the model the teacher demonstrated with a volunteer earlier where the hangman shakes Derek’s hand to weigh him.  Ask them to link the ending still image into the handshake where the hangman is weighing Derek.  Explain that the head teacher is going to become the Hangman and that the crowd at the awards evening become the crowd watching the hanging.

Watch the whole sequence and analyse as a whole group

Conclusion/Review

Perform and discuss – How were the Drama’s different?  Did this phrase always mean the same thing?  What changed the meaning of the contrasting pieces?  Is the phrase Let him have it Chris open to interpretation?
