Aim and Objectives:

· To use mime, building on last weeks skills – gesture, status and body language

· To use still images applying last weeks skills on levels and positions

· To use hot seating to aid character building

· To evaluate skills and how they read or are interpreted by an audience

Introduction:

Recap – Recap the words Intonation, Interpretation, BL, Space, Gesture and the meaning of the issue Capital Punishment.

Development of Lesson 

Mime – (Pairs) – Improvise the first meeting between Craig and Bentley.  What drew them to each other?  How will the pupils show this meeting without dialogue?  Mime, movement gesture, space, FE, Positioning.  (Maybe Craig was showing Bentley his gun)
