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Aim and Objectives:

· To use one-word sentences focusing on Intonation

· To evaluate own work in terms of skills and interpretation

· To create a conscience circle and evaluate its representation

Introduction:

Recap – Status, skills that reinforce Status – levels, positioning, body language and these can be interpreted differently by an audience.

Discussion – Who do you think is most worried about the blossoming friendship between Craig and Bentley?  What kinds of things do you think they are most worried about?  How might they talk about this when Derek is not around?  Openly?

Improvisation/Model – Ask 2 strong pupils to come up and show the conversation rather than tell us.  They will have had ideas from the rest of the class.  Emphasise the skill – Dialogue.

Discussion – If Derek’s parents talk like this/as openly to Derek as they have done together, how is this going to make Derek feel?  What do teenagers do when parents tell them who to and who not to hang around with?  How do you think they might talk to Derek so as not to antagonize the problem

Development of Lesson 

Model/T.I.R – As T.I.R. model a one word sentence scene with a volunteer.  The volunteer will pick this up as you go along but may initially confuse it with word association.  What did we have a conversation about?  What skill was particularly important for your understanding and interpretation?  Intonation

Devising/One word sentences – (3)  Devise a short scene showing Derek’s parents talking to him about their concerns for his friendship with Craig using one word sentences.  Will they express the same strong opinions as when talking to each other?  Think carefully about body, language, positioning and intonation.  Is it consistent with what he is saying?  What pattern developed between the groups in terms of the words they choose?  Reinforce the same words on the board.

Perform and Evaluate Skills and add thought Tracking – Did the same words always mean the same thing?  Why?  Intonation, gesture, body language.  What did he say to his parents?  Do you believe him?  Why/Why not?  What do you think he is thinking?  What’s his body, his positioning, space saying?  Is it consistent with what he’s saying?  Add thought tracking to hear what Derek is really thinking.  Was your interpretation right, wrong.

Conclusion/Review

Create a conscience circle around Derek - Have the class speak Derek’s thoughts and half the class speak his parents thoughts starting from a whisper and building to a crescendo.  What is his conscience saying?  How many different thoughts is he having?  How did it feel for Derek in the conscience circle?   What does this represent?

Homework:

Evaluate one of the Drama’s between Derek and his parents you saw today that demonstrated good use of skills.  One word sentences were used.  What did the performers have to do well to ensure your understanding of the piece.
