Aim and Objectives:

· To respond to the stimulus and present work showing status, pressure and fear

· To respond to T.I.R., thus creating empathy with character

Introduction:

Recap – one word sentences between parents and Derek, Conscience sircle representing how Derek felt, evaluating own work in terms of skills and interpretation

Stimulus – Play statement of Derek Bentley – How does he sound?  What might he be feeling?  What might have happened in the hours before the recording of this statement and his arrest?

Development of Lesson 

Improvisation – Devise the interview between Bentley and the Detective.  Remember that this is hours before this statement is written.  How might Derek be feeling and how will he react?  How do people react under pressure?  He has just witnessed a murder think carefully about BL,FE.

Spotlight – Watch some and discuss with the group how the characters used certain skills to indicate guilt and innocence. – How do we sometimes interpret things wrongly and read guilty?  How is derek reacting in terms of skills?  How does the detective appear to feel about Derek? 

T.I.R. – Pupils are asked to close their eyes facing outwards from the circle.  They are to sit in silence for two minutes with just a loud ticking clock.  After one minute T.I.R starts to protest from outside the prison – the teacher should try and create a imprisoned and repressed atmosphere from her comments.

Evaluate – What did you hear?  How did it make you feel?  What did it make you think about?  When sat in silence what did you think about?  Did you think about what I was saying or were you thinking about your own lives – what you are going to have for lunch?  Be honest – the point isn’t what you were thinking about but about time – Did time go slowly?  Could you hear the clock ticking – Were you wondering what was going to happen next – Who might have felt like this – Derek??  Have we tried to create empathy??

Still Images – (4) Create 3 still images of Derek Bentley in prison – what could these be?  Derek in his cell, Eating, Fighting?   Show the emotions of Derek – for example Derek in his cell – one person could be Derek and the others could freeze in the emotion that he felt – use your body’s to show emotion.

Perform and OK question – Learn more about Derek’s time in prison by OK Questions
