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Aim and Objectives:

· To apply thought tracking to the understanding of Bentley’s character

· To use Improvisation as a tool for devising

· To use Still Images to interpret their understanding of relationships

Introduction:

Recap – Recap on last weeks skills – T.I.R,, Still Images, Improvisation, Tension and Capital Punishment issues.

Still Image (Individual Work) – The students should find a space by themselfes and create 2 still images – 1. How Bentley sees himself and 2. How the rest of the world sees Bentley.

Thought Tracking – Ask the pupils to imagine what Bentley might have thought about in his last hours?  What are his last words to his parents in his letter? The teacher should go around the class tapping individuals on the shoulder in order for them to say a line each of their characters’ last letter home in order for it to form the last letter that Derek sent home.  

Development of Lesson 

Letter/Video – Read the letter or play the video of Derek’s last letter.  Discuss with the group whether the family blame themselves, whether they should have been harder on him, and whether they were victims and suffering too.  What converstaions do you think the family had when they got the letter, how did affect them?

Improvisation (3) – The students must create a scene when they just receive the letter – how do they react?  Ask the students to think about how they created tension last week.

Conclusion/Review

Perform and analyse – How did the tension manifest itself?  What skills indicated to us as an audience that there was a subtext?  What were the family’s emotions?  

Homework:

Write Derek’s last letter home to his family before his execution – what does he say to them.
