Individual Monologue

Think around the topic carefully….

Bring and use POEMS, PICTURES, PROPS, NEWSPAPERS, EXTRACTS FROM NOVELS; MUSIC, SONG LYRICS; own stimuli…..

Brainstorm ideas

Write one sentence which summarises the feeling of the piece

Place this at the beginning, middle OR end

Write your first draft

Re-read and add similes, metaphors, rhetorical questions and other literary devices

Underline how you wish to stress the important words – think of soft, whispers, shouts, loud, tearful, delirious, satisfied etc…LOTS of tones are very important

Block your piece – draw a square as a blank stage and give yourself instant direction – using different areas of the space

Add in heights and lows

Vary the highs and lows with your voice tone – make them similar or make them contrast

Re-work it – move with it

Add in more adventurous movements

Add in tiny detail of the facial expression

Perform for yourself

Perform in front of a mirror – just the face

Perform for a colleague

Rehearse until it feels right

Check – have you done enough background? e.g. Role on the wall, hot-seating with a friend?

Learn lines

Decide on costume, background setting – where have you been? Where have you just come from?

Run a costume rehearsal

Perform for assessment
