	Lesson Middle: 

Activity 1 RESPONSE– discussion what did we base those characters on? What is a stereotype? Why can a stereotype be negative? Where do we mainly see stereotypes? Soap Opera – what sort of stereotypes do we find in soap operas
 List the stereotypes in soap – try not to focus on specific characters but label them. I.e. the bar bimbo, the gossip shopkeeper, the hard man shop owner etc

Activity 2 Choose a type – work through the following – in silence until told to speak

1. Walk around the space – think about the way this character moves

2. Create a typical physical mannerism ( this may be a gesture, or facial expression)
3. Create a stance

4. Create a catch phrase which capture the character – must be original

Watch back – take photo – how can we make them bolder – are stereotypes accurate or slightly exaggerated- how can we slightly exaggerate these characters

	Lesson Middle:
Activity 1 RESPONSE
Develop this into leading from different parts (as if a piece of string is attached to different arts of the body). Stop students and ask if it reminds them of a particular type of character/characteristic/mood/are they moving faster or slower as they begin to think about specific characters
Activity 2 – animal races – line the student sup in teams so they are sat one behind the other at one end of the studio. Give each team member a number and give each number an animal card i.e. all 1’s cats, 2’s, pigs etc. they are to race down and back the studio and tag the next animal. The wining team is the first with all their team sat down cross legged with the fingers on their lips. – If they cheat and do not create the animal properly the team is sent back to the beginning. 

Individual character work – developing the animal – 
they have to bear with you and try to be sensible as it does have a purpose – using their animal they need to consider to characteristics – what metaphors do they have for animals i.e. as greedy as a pig, as sly as a fox, check monkey, aggressive bull dog etc. 

Choice you can play the animals out as animal and then move on to the next task but make sure they are grasping the ideas of developing a character from movement.
Think abut how they can transfer the characteristics into a 2 legged person
Use the external features you have been working on i.e. consider. Pace, movement, a stance, a catch phrase etc

DEVELOPMENT if time  -if not then do this tomorrow - Paired improvisation

Place the 2 animals in a situation i.e. in a restaurant, at a bus stop, in playground etc – use the given circumstances to make things more interesting and remind them to consider space movement and status

What has changed in their life compare the things you enjoy and try to consider if it would be possible for you to do that?
How can we create this character internally/externally what skills do we have to see? – do external first 

Activity 1 – RESPONSE -  Place a chair in the space – go through the physical stages of creating a character

 Get them using the space and sitting/ standing. When finally they are sitting get them to consider the Given circumstances. Who are they? Where are they? Why are they there? When is it (past present time etc)? What are they doing?
