What can we gather about the story so far? How could the sins relate of the story?
Explain that we have been looking at a classic text Called Dr Faustus and that in this story an unsatisfied man sells his soul to the devil. The devil said in this deal that he cannot be sent to Hell for selling his soul unless he breaks the 7 deadly sins. The devil then one by one he tricks Faustus into breaking them until he is collected and taken to Hell.  The following text is an extract from the script where the character of Mephistopheles introduces the sins one by one

 About life after the contract.  Chill wind must blow through at some point, using different dramatic conventions, reminding them that their time is running out. Within the improvisation the character must break a sin in order fro the sin to arrive and remind them it have been broken. 
You can use abstract techniques (puppet control, appearing behind a mirror) however the main purpose is to use sound and movement to create the chilling atmosphere. 
Think about symbolism i.e. red=danger. A clock chime, music, slow motion.  Think about the contrast going from realism to abstract.
