HEROIN LIES – lesson 4

FAMILIES

· Class sits in circle.  Take register.
INTRODUCTION
· Re-cap on last lesson, hand out scripts

· Read Sc.14 – Sc.16

INTRODUCING ACTIVITITY

· Discuss:  In scene 15, towards the end, there is a conversation between Jason and his mother, about Vicky’s drug problem.  It is revealed that Jason knew about the heroin and was unable to tell his parents.  We quite often feel frightened about telling people a particular type of news.  Sometimes this is to protect them, or because you don’t want to hurt them.  Sometimes we do it to protect ourselves.  Sometimes it is important that bad news is broken.
· In groups of 4: Mum. Dad, Jason, Vicky.

· Re-enact Sc15, using your own words, experiment with ways in which Vicky’s parents could be told of her drug problem.  Be aware, as you work on this scene, of the feelings of each member of the family.

· Allow 15 minutes for this activity.

· Discuss what outcomes the different groups had.  This is an exercise, only.  However you may want to ask one or two groups their ideas.

DEVELOPING ACTIVI.TY

· Stay in your group of four

· Now, experiment with as many different ways of presenting the scene and the reactions of the characters.  

· Here are some suggestions:
React totally over the top

Do it as a comedy

As an advert

Present it as an opera/rap

Do it as a Mime

As an American soap opera.

As a chat show

As a quiz show

· Choose two ways and present both as two contrasting pieces.

· Allow 20 minutes for planning and rehearsal.  This might spill over into the next lesson
