· Class sits in circle.  Take register.

INTRODUCTION
· Re-cap on last lesson, hand out scripts

· Discuss:
Where does heroin come from?

How is heroin taken?

What are the dangers of taking heroin?

How does it affect your body?

· Read Sc.17 – Sc.18

INTRODUCING ACTIVITITY

· Explain that the next piece of work will be an assessment piece, using the whole school marking policy:
A –E for effort (use this for the rehearsal)

1 – 10 for achievement (use this for the performance itself.)

· Explain that each student will be marked as an individual, even though they are working as a group.  This stops any one from using other people’s hard work, as their own

· Discuss:
how to presenting/stage scene 17.

The use of blocking

The use of movement

The use of lighting

The use of SFX

The volume of the voices

The pace of the scene

The tension building

DEVELOPING ACTIVITY
· In mixed groups of 6-8.

· Look, and read through scene 17.

· Allocate acting parts, and people to do lighting and SFX.

· Explore as many different ways of performing the scene, before deciding on a final idea.  This is part of the rehearsal process.

· When the group have made a final decision, then they rehearse the scene.

· Allow the rest of the lesson for this activity.

HOMEWORK:
Actors learn lines

Lighting people design a plan, stating which lights to be used, what colours and what effects you want to use.

SFX people research and record an appropriate sound track of your scene.
