	Lesson No: 2



	Aim and Objectives:

· To explore the consequences of living in an occupied country through group work
· To create a character which will be sustained throughout the Scheme of Work
· To respond in role to the new rules
Introduction:

Teacher Led: - Students come into the room in silence and sit on the floor in a circle.  Hand out names to each student telling them not to show what is on their paper to anybody else.  When all students have a name ask them in silence to find the other members of their family (once the family is complete students must sit in a circle.)  They are to find the other members of their family by using Non-verbal communication skills. 

Student Task: - Once in their family groups students are to decide upon their roles in the family.  They must give their character an age, occupation if necessary, relationship to others in the family.  Stress the importance here of students beginning to develop a character that they will sustain throughout the Scheme.  They must work together to build a family unit.

Development of Lesson:

Family Still Image: - Each group must create a Still Image that clearly shows the relationships within their family.  Emphasis here should be on status within the family.  Get the students to think about the situations when family photo’s are taken.

Thought Track: - When Images are complete teacher to go round to each group and briefly though track each character in the Image to illicit more information about their role in the family.

Scene/OK Questions: - Tell the students they are going to bring their family to life and create a one minute scene which shows the family at their most typical during a Sunday.  Get students to think about what each character might be doing and feeling at this time.

Allow the groups to show their work and at certain points in the work freeze it and allow the audience to ask OK questions to further develop the characters and their roles.

Group Discussion: - Discuss the outcomes of the work with the students and get them to think about what was successful.  Were the family situations realistic, were the responses as they would be in real life

Family Life Continued Improvisation: - Students to go back into the drama to try to improve any areas to insure the scene is as realistic as possible.  Explain to the students that during the work a letter will arrive for the family and they must build the opening of this lesson into their improvisation.  (whilst the students are working drop a copy of the new rules to each family).  Allow the groups some time to respond to the stimulus before freezing the work.

Ask them to think about a one word reaction to the rules. Each character is to give their thoughts out loud.

Still Image – On the count of 3 the groups should create a still image that physicalises the word that they have come up with.  Analyse images with particular good use of skills.

2 Still Images: – Ask each family to create a still image before and after the rules were imposed.  Explain that the still images should reflect activities and pass times of the family.  Whilst groups are working, the teacher should go round to each group and get the name of a responsible person from each group.  Make sure they give their ‘Jewish name’.

Perform – After 3 get the students to show both their still images.  Allow the audience to ask relevant questions to characters in the images at both stages and analyse the difference in responses to before and after the rules were given out..

T.I.R. – The teacher should call out the selected names and handout the call up letter to those people.  Try and provoke a reaction from both the individuals and their families.

Improvisation – Explain to these pupils that the group must come up with a piece of Drama which starts with the line ‘I received this in the post this morning……..’  Tell them that they must consider what this might mean to the family and what they decide to do, whether they decide to obey the letter or not.  Remember whatever they do must be in the confines of the rules.  Remind them of the picture.

Conclusion/Review

Performance and analyse – Show and analyse all the improvisations if time.  Comment on skills used.
