Theme:
Consequences / Setting the Scene

AIMS:

	Content/Material
	· To consider the consequences of the characters' actions through exploring how to create a sense of location. 

	Dramatic Form
	· To use rehearsed role-play to explore the actions of the characters and develop a sense of location.



	PSD
	· To encourage the students to think about the consequences of their own actions in relation to the characters of The Stones.


Resources (including use of ICT): 

Whiteboard / markers (objectives), motorway traffic sfx, script (for reference)

Keywords: Consequences, location, characterisation, pace, duologue, subtext

Assessment Focus: Movement and Space

	STRUCTURE
	TEACHER THINKING

	REGISTER AND RE-CAP (10)

· Play the sound of the motorway traffic as the students enter the space.

· What situation did we explore in the last lesson?

· What does the word subtext mean?

· How did exploring the subtext give help us understand the relationship between A and B?

· What were the characters like?

· How were they different?  (Power)

· Why do you think B decided to throw a stone at the end of the scene?

· What do you think might happen next?


	· Sensory reminder of the scene/narrative of the play.

· Assess learning outcomes from the previous lesson.

· Encourage the students to begin to think about the consequences of the characters’ actions.

	WHOLE GROUP ‘SETTING THE SCENE’ (20)

· Ask the class to stand in a line down the center of the room.  Dim the lights and describe the location of the scene (noise, wind, balancing high up overlooking the traffic).
· Play the sound effect of the motorway traffic.
· Experiment with a mime exercise of balancing and then the throwing of the stones.
· Students should sit on their own and imagine that they are the character they have been playing.
· Narrate the scene of what happens next:  A and B get more into throwing the stones, the pace changes, it is exhilarating, they are daring each other to outdo the last throw, but they keep missing.  Then, with the last rock, B hits a Mercedes.  They stop, shocked.  Then they run.  ‘Do you think anyone saw us?  Did you see it smash the windscreen? See you at school tomorrow.’
· During the narration, shoulder tap to find out how the characters are feeling at the different moments.

	· Establish the location and create dramatic tension through dimming the lights and adding sfx.

· Work on making the actions of the characters as convincing as possible.

· Focus on making the characterisation believable by exploring their thought processes.

· Encourage individual consideration of character.

	PAIRWORK (10)

· In pairs, rehearse a role-play to show the events of this scene (recap key moments).

· Discuss the pace of the scene (fast) and how this changes after the final stone has hit the car.

· How do the characters react?  

· How does B throwing the final stone affect the scene? Does this change their relationship?

· Focus on pace and the use of space to create a believable location.
	· Practically explore the events and consequences of the characters' actions.

· Aid inclusion through group discussion to support the less able.

· Opportunity to assess MOVEMENT and SPACE.



	SMALL GROUP PERFORMANCE (15)

· Set up the performance space, play the sfx.

· The audience needs to consider one effective aspect of each scene to discuss after the performances.

· How effective was the pace of the scene?  How realistic are the characters?  How do the groups show the relationship between the characters?  Does this relationship change during the scene? Do they set the scene/location effectively?  How?

· What is the subtext of the scene – what are the characters thinking underneath the text?

· What do you call a piece of script like this that involves two characters?  (Duologue).


	· Focus the performers and the audience.

· Encourage evaluative appraisal of each other’s work.

· Link back to the last lesson.

· Layer in a key word.

	WHOLE GROUP DISCUSSION (5)

· Do you think the climax of this scene is realistic?

· Why do you think that people don't consider the consequences of their actions until it is too late?

· How might these characters be feeling now?

· Have you ever been in a situation that you have regretted after the event?


	· Assess learning outcomes of the lesson.

· Link reflective discussion to personal experience.
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
