Year 9 Scheme of Work.

Aims:

· To explore PSE issues that are relevant to year nine pupils.

· To consider issues of citizenship.

· Pupils to think about structuring their Drama.

· Extend small group work, and whole class co-operation.

· Pupils to learn about style and genre.

· Pupils to have an introduction to the G.C.S.E. course.

The scheme:

Pupils have half a term to create and act in their own mini soap opera.  

Pupils will be placed into mixed groups and will have to choose a topical issue to explore.  This can be done using a brainstorm.

The next part of the task is to create family groups and a community in which to act out their Drama.

Pupils should work in their groups to create two or three scenes that explore their issue.  They do not have to come to any specific conclusion, and may even have a cliffhanger.

Throughout the project, the groups must meet to discuss how all of the scenes will fit together, like a production team.

When the scenes have been rehearsed, they can be put into their final order for the camera.

A theme tune must be thought of, and credits created.  Each pupil has their job on the production side of things, as well as the acting.

The final product will then be filmed.

Pupils will complete a portfolio of work to accompany their practical work
